Once we receive your letter, we will review and forward it to organ recipients via their
transplant center. If your letter is returned to us for any reason, we will notify you. Please
note the process for sending letters to tissue recipients requires the recipient to write
first. Rest assured we will hold onto your letter and forward it once the tissue recipient
sends a letter. Your loved one has given the most precious gift of life and health, so

please be patient if it takes time for recipients to put their gratitude into words. &
